In 2011 the closing date for applications was early January and the results of successful first round scholarship applications were known on January 19th (same day as university offers were distributed). Expect this year’s applications to follow a similar timeline.

If you apply for one scholarship or bursary, your application will be considered for all the others ie: if you applied for the Foundation Scholarship, your application will be considered for an Entrance Scholarship if unsuccessful in the first. 

Foundation Scholarship


This is a half scholarship tenable during the time that the student remains in College, subject to annual review. The funds for this award are provided by the Sancta Sophia College Foundation.  Criteria for the award are similar to those for Entrance Scholarships. A Foundation scholarship was awarded in 2010. Next awarded in 2012. 

Entrance Scholarships


Five entrance scholarships are awarded each year to first time applicants for residence at Sancta Sophia College and are tenable during the time that the student remains in Sancta Sophia College subject to semester review; normally a student would be expected to achieve a distinction average.  They are awarded primarily on the basis of academic merit with consideration given to potential contribution to the College community, and the need for financial assistance. Applicants may be undergraduates in any year of their study.  The scholarships are named after the following benefactors: Barbara Arnold, Olive Arnold, Giselle Dulieu, Lady Fairfax and Rosemary Morrow. In 2010, a total of 13 students were supported by Entrance Scholarships (8 continuing and 5 new scholarships).

Archbishop's Scholarship

This is a full scholarship awarded for up to three years to a student commencing a University of Sydney undergraduate degree. This scholarship is offered every second year. This scholarship is awarded to a Catholic entrant to College on the basis of excellent results in the Higher School Certificate (or equivalent); high achievement in sporting and/or cultural areas; evidence through appropriate references of all-round involvement and leadership in school, community and parish; and consideration of financial circumstances. Continuation of the scholarship is dependent on achieving a distinction average. In 2009, two students were supported by Archbishop’s Scholarships. Next awarded in 2011.

Joint USyd & Sancta Sophia College Sporting Scholarships


The Sancta Sophia College sports scholarships are designed to support sportsmen and women at our college. The College matches a sports scholarship provided by the University of Sydney Sports & Fitness through their Elite Athlete Program by up to $1500 per year. Bursaries


Residents in College may apply for financial assistance through the bursary program prior to entry or at any time during residence. Bursaries are designed to provide financial aid for students in need. In 2010, eight students were supported by Bursaries. Mid year applications may also be considered. 

Music Performance Scholarships

Sancta Sophia College is offering scholarships for performing musicians. This scholarship is open to both incoming and current residents (undergraduate, graduate and post graduate). 

Sancta Sophia College has an active choir, several ensembles and talented individual musicians in residence and is looking to strengthen and consolidate the musical aspect of College life by providing music performance scholarships. The scholarship is valued at up to $2000 per annum, depending on the suitability of the applicant. It may be held in conjunction with other academic or extracurricular scholarships.

Director of Music Scholarship

This scholarship is open to both incoming and current residents (undergraduate, graduate and post graduate). Whilst it is hoped that the Director of Music will reside at College, applicants who do not wish to reside at Sancta Sophia College will be considered for this scholarship.

Sancta Sophia College has an active choir, several ensembles and talented individual musicians in residence and is looking to strengthen and consolidate the musical aspect of College life through the appointment of a Director of Music. The scholarship is valued at up to $4000 per annum, depending on the suitability of the applicant, and will be paid on successful completion of the program at the end of each semester. It may be held in conjunction with other academic or extracurricular scholarships.

Fitness Director Scholarship

The Fitness Director Scholarship is awarded to a recipient for the duration of one year t to recognize their dedication, skills and expertise in the area of sporting and fitness who endeavours to provide their support to the sporting and fitness aspects of College life in the upcoming year. Applicants are expected to have completed studies in exercise science and/ or have similar work related experience. In 2011, the scholarship is valued at $750.
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
